Thrvou.ghou.t our maths lessons we work thr*ou.gh a variety o]t dlﬁervmg fluencg,
reasoning and problem-solving tasks. During the spring term we focus
predominately on orally counting up to 10 and starting to recognise numbers up
to 5 with more confidence. We would also like to improve on our counting skills
and being able to count with 1:1 correspondence.

Reading

We read a wide range of texts in our reading enrichment that link to our topics
‘Animals that we love and 'Life Cycles' This term we will have a number of focus
stories and texts 'Ln.cl.u.d.’mg 'Dogs', 'Fl'Lp Flap Pets’, ‘Animals, The Great Pet Sale’,
‘We're Going on an Egg Hunt', ‘Oi Frog’, Busy Vet’ and many more excellent texts.
